The Wahiawa Lions honored well-known actor,
entertainer and emcee Kimo Kahoano at their
meeting on September 6 with their “Outstand-

Award. Among his many contributions to
community service, Kahoano is probably best
known as the emcee of the recently completed
Muscular Dystrophy Association Labor Day
telethon. He also emcees and assists at many
fundraisers for hula halaus and Hawaii charities.

He is proud of his Hawaiian heritage and
told the Lions that his family name is unique to
his family only and means “the sacred.” He is
related to Princess Kaiulani through the
Cleghorn family.

He said that he had always wanted to be an
actor, and that’s why he changed his first name
from “James” to “Kimo.”  He was going to
Pepperdine after high school but was offered a
job with a tour group going to Japan for 10
months. He had such a blast that he was
hooked on show business for good.

Honored with their “Every Day Hero Award”
was Ms. Gladys Okamura, owner of Kitchen
Delight Okazuya in Wahiawa. Gladys Okamura
has had a business in Wahiawa for many years,
starting off with the Peppermint Shop, an ice
cream store. Her love is cooking and eating
good food, and she wanted to share her talents
with others. That’s one of the reasons she is
open 365 days a year. She is famous for her
$1.75 “shock and awe” breakfast (2 eggs, 2
scoops of rice and meat) and her strong support
of the military and Leilehua High School.

Controlling Anger

Anger management is a task that people of
 all ages must master. Becoming impatient

while driving is one of my personal bugaboos. Slow
drivers, fast drivers, drivers that do not know the
rules of the road, drivers that do not obey posted
signs. Any number of things can set off a pique of
anger.

We all know that anger can be destructive.
Venting anger may make us feel better,

but psychologist Brenda Shoshanna says that this
feeling is only temporary, and that flying off the
handle can intensify feelings. She also says that our
tirades can even become addictive.

I f it’ s not good to vent our anger, then are we
 supposed to repress our anger? Dr. Shoshanna

says that’s not a good idea either. Suppressed anger
can lead to anxiety, depression, overeating, and
other problems. We aren’t supposed to vent our
anger, nor should we repress our anger. It seems as
if we are left with no options. Not true! Dr.
Shoshanna offers the following practical sugges-
tions:

l Gain control of yourself by breathing deeply,
breaking eye contact, or holding your tongue.
Don’t personalize the situation. A poor or
discourteous driver has not targeted you. The
object of your anger probably drives the same
way every day and agitates other drivers on
the road besides you. He or she is not going
to change whether you honk, curse or
gesture. You can also take a longer view of
the event. Is this incident going to matter a
year from now? Does it really make any
difference in the long run?

l Re-examine your perceptions and try to turn
a perceived enemy into a friend. We can get
worked up over situations when we do not
have the facts. Again, we tend to personalize
the behavior of others. We think that the
behavior that bothers us is specifically
directed against us. If we talk to the person
about the behavior, we may find that the
person has his or her own problems, and that
by helping the person, we may dissolve the
anger and gain a friend.

l Don’t dwell on an incident that has upset
you. Anger builds when we replay an

incident over and over. Instead, redirect your
thoughts to another area. Think positively.

l Avoid responding to an insult with another
insult. Trading insults can spiral a situation
out of control and can lead to deep wounds.
The other person probably acted from pain,
fear or weakness. When we respond in the
same way, we are giving in to the same
feelings. We have to rise above these
feelings. Dr. Shoshanna suggests responding
to an insult with, “What do you need from
me right now?” She says this snips off the
other person’s anger and redirects his or her
thinking.

l Finally, she recommends letting go of old
grudges. We tend to hold onto grudges
because they give us justification for our own
ill thoughts or behavior. This can be a real
problem in family lif e. The doctor suggests
that we wean ourselves of our grudges by
thinking about times when we behaved in a
similar way. Also think about what we need
to do to release ourselves from the grudge.
What actions could you take to free yourself?
Or what actions could the culprit take to
satisfy you?

Dr. Shoshanna’s behavioral prescriptions are
focused on controlling our anger against

another person. Sometimes our anger is directed
against ourselves. The American Psychological
Association web site suggests that we need to
identify our mistaken attitudes and convictions, and
dig down into our childhood to find those factors
that prevent us from expressing anger appropriately.
Even if we learn better ways to express our anger,
there remains one last step in managing anger: We
have to let go of our anger and forgive. Contrary to
popular belief, forgiveness does not mean condon-
ing the wrong done to us. Forgiveness has nothing
to do with that. It means that we refuse to carry
around a grudge that can be harmful to our physical
and mental health. Carrying a grudge perpetuates
the wrong done to us. Forgiving frees us from it.
Forgiving helps us, not the other person. It may
take a while to bring yourself to forgiveness, but it
is well worth the effort.

Lions Launch Poster Contests
The Wahiawa Lions Club is requesting partici-

pation of Wahiawa schools in two annual poster
contests, the Lions International Peace Poster
Contest and the “Sight Is Beautiful” Poster Contest.

Lions Peace Poster Contest is open to students
ages 11, 12, and 13 years in the Wahiawa, Wheeler,
and Ho‘ala Middle Schools. Its purpose is to
promote world peace with “Celebrate Peace” as its
theme. The contest ends October 31, 2006. Poster
judging will occur at the membership meeting
November 1. The Wahiawa Lions will award prizes
for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place. The first place
poster will be forwarded to compete at the state
level, where the winner will move on to the interna-
tional finals. The Grand Prize is $2500, but there
will also be 24, $500 Merit Awards. International
awards will be presented in the spring of 2007
during Lions Day at the United Nations in New
York City.

“Sight Is Beautiful”  Poster Contest is open to
all eight Wahiawa elementary schools. The contest
is divided into Div. I - Kindergarten, Div. II - Gr. 1-
2, Div. III - Gr. 3-4, Div. IV - Gr. 5-6. This contest
is sponsored by the Hawaii Lions Foundation to
promote sight conservation. The contest ends
February 2, 2007. Poster judging will be at the
Lions meeting on February 7, 2007. Wahiawa Lions
will make awards to 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place
winners in each division. The four first place
posters will be forwarded to compete for statewide
awards. Presentation of awards to the statewide first
place winners will be made at the District 50
Convention in May 2007.
