Music and stories of Hawaiian culture
filled the air as the Wahiawa Lions honored
Aaron Mahi, past bandmaster of the Royal
Hawaiian Band, for outstanding community
service. Mahi asked rhetorically, “Is there
life after the City and County of Honolulu?”
His answer was, “Yes!”

Mahi performs as part of a trio that sings
Hawaiian songs. In fact, he came to the
Lions meeting straight from playing at a
convention. He also conducts the Hawaii
Ecumenical Chorale, which, in addition to
traditional religious music, performs classi-
cal choral works. The chorale once raised
funds for St. Francis Hospice by doing a
concert with Dave Brubeck of Brubeck’s
choral works.

Besides relaxing more now, he finds time
to work extensively with two foundations
striving to preserve Hawaiian music tradi-
tions. One foundation is making a repository
of old Hawaiian songs by interviewing

elders. Another foundation seeks to reestab-
lish an old Hawaiian custom of creating
“name songs” for children. The song con-
tains all the desires of the parents for the
child – love, hope, aspirations, etc.  This
beautiful old custom has been lost for several
hundred years. Now, with Mahi’s help, it’s
making a comeback.

Honored by the Lions with their “Every
Day Hero Award” was Mrs. Roseline Yano
(center), 4H Club, Wahiawa Rainbow Se-
niors, and Wahiawa Hongwanji leader. She
said, “I love to work with people . . . make
them happy . . . and see them smile.” She
offered the Lions the following advice:
“Every morning smile at yourself in the
mirror. You’ll receive a smile back. Then
have two or three good laughs. It’s good for
you.”
